Over the last twentyive years, the distribution of international students has changed
dramatically. Since 1986, ndergraduates are no longer the largest group of intenatio
students and currently their total about13.9% o the 4,127 enrolled for Fall 208.
From 2004 to @06, the total numbeof international students seekingrastets degree
dropped significantly, between ZDand 30%.Despite this decrease it could be seen that
there is a consistent increase from Fall 2006 tbZB®8. The number ofmastefs degree
